VINEYARDS
This wine is made from Albariño grapes at This wine is made from Albariño grapes at 
the Lagar da Condesa winery, located in the 
Valle do Salnés in Galicia, Northwest Spain. 
A percentage of the wine was fermented in 
500 and 600 liter French oak barrels and 
the remain was leŌ on its lees for 
approximately four months. The lees 
provided the roundness and structure on 
the palate and ensured the opƟmal 
condiƟons for aging this white wine.
